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EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL INSPECTION GUIDE


If the project/activity has an approved plan or agreement in lieu of plan and a valid land disturbing permit, then inspections will proceed according to the following schedule:

Routine Inspection

· If the site is found to be in compliance at time of inspection, then a follow up inspection will be scheduled within 14 days.  
· If there is an initial violation at the time of inspection it will be noted on the written inspection report and mailed.  A follow up inspection will be scheduled within 14 days.  
· If the violation(s) present imminent danger of causing harmful erosion or sediment deposition within the downstream channel, a Notice to Comply (NTC) and/or Stop Work Order (SWO) will be issued and an environmental hold will be placed on project.
· Sites found to be in compliance or with initial violations (excluding those with a NTC or SWO) will result in inspections every two weeks.
· Routine inspection reports for sites found in compliance will not be mailed unless requested by the Owner and/or RLD.
Routine Inspection with Repeat Violation

· If the violations are still present, a NTC will be issued and an environmental hold will be placed on the project.  A follow up inspection will be scheduled within 7 days.  
· Once a NTC is issued, the inspections occur weekly. 

NTC Inspection 

· If the site is found in compliance at time of inspection, the NTC and the environmental hold will be removed and a routine inspection will be scheduled within 14 days.  
· If the violations are still present, a SWO will be issued.  Follow up inspection will be scheduled within 7 days.  
· Once a SWO is issued, the inspections occur weekly.
Inspection after Stop Work Order 

· If the site is found in compliance at the time of inspection, the SWO and the environmental hold will be removed and a routine inspection will be scheduled within 14 days.  
· If the violations are still present, civil proceedings may result.
· SWO inspections will continue until site is found in compliance or resolved by the courts. 

Applicant Requested Inspections

· Note that the owner/contractor may request a site visit (outside of a scheduled inspection) after a violation is noted.  This request will not alter the given inspection schedule unless the site is found to be compliant.

Civil Proceedings

· If site remains noncompliant, legal proceedings may commence as determined by program staff based on duration and/or egregiousness of violation(s).
If the project/activity commences without an approved plan or agreement in lieu of plan and a valid land disturbing permit, then inspections will proceed according to the following schedule until the necessary approval and land disturbing permit is obtained:
· The violation is noted in the inspection form and a SWO is issued.  An environmental hold is placed on project.  The owner/contractor is given 7 days to bring site into compliance.  The hold will remain until the approved plan and permit are obtained, and all fees are paid.
· If site remains noncompliant, then inspections will proceed as indicated in the above section for Inspections after Stop Work Order.
· If project fails to submit a plan within 30 days, then legal proceedings shall commence.
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
